VARIOUS DEPARTMENTAL PROGRAMMES:

1. STUDENT SEMINARS:

Student’s seminars are held in the department every year on a regular basis for encouraging and
grooming students, keeping in mind their future progress. Normally the department selects a topic and
students are given the freedom to decide the areas and themes on which they want to deliver lectures.
The faculty members are always available to groom them for the said presentation. About 6 to 8
students are selected by the department for the final presentation. A judge, either from outside the
college or from a different department, is selected for judging their presentation. Normally 3 prizes are
given to the students as tokens of appreciation and encouragement.

8
students presented their paper on this occasion

Another webinar was held on June 5% 2024 to commemorate bicentenary of Michael Madhusudan
Dutta. 6 students presented their paper on various aspects of Madhusdan Dutta’s literary activities.
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2. WORKSHOP ON CCF HELD ON 28™ JULY 2023.

When The University of Calcutta changed the old Syllabus and pattern of teaching and introduced the
new CCF syllabus from the academic year 2018-19, the Bengali Department of the College along with the
University of Calcutta Bengali Board of Studies jointly organized a Workshop for the faculty members of
different colleges under Calcutta University. The main issues discussed in the workshop covered future
method of teaching, norms of setting question papers and other aspects of the new syllabus.

OBJECTIVES AND AIM OF THE COURSE: The fifth largest spoken language of the world
is supposed to be Bangla or Bengali. Many students of the college opt for Bengali Major

or Minor in their UG-syllabus, obviously aspiring for jobs in future. And no doubt Bengali
has various opportunities in the job-field for future generation.
